What is a School Liaison Officer?

The School Liaison Officer (SLO) serves as the primary liaison between schools, commanders and military parents pertaining to
K-12 educational issues. The job of the SLO involves informing and linking military families to the resources and information needed
to maximize the educational opportunities to ensure academic success for all military children.

How can a School Liaison Officer help you?

If you are relocating to the Florida Keys, it is important that you contact the School Liaison Officer upon receiving your orders. She
can assist with information on school transfers and Monroe County schooling options to include registration at the charter schools
which have limited enroliment. In addition, the SLO can provide information pertaining to exceptional education, transitions within
the school environment, virtual schools, home school resources and additional support services such as, deployment support and
post secondary information and opportunities. The School Liaison Dfficer is available to assist you.
